Proposal for Seasonal Port a Potty in South Cove Park

This is a formal proposal to request a seasonal port a potty in South Cove
Park. We have formed a committee of neighbors who are in support of a
port a potty in the park. The committee has done a lot of research on this
proposal and we can answer the concerns that the board raised: vandalism,
security and damage to the path from the pump out truck. The following
proposal will address these issues as well as provide all relevant information
regarding the cost, appearance, time frame and management of the port a

potty.

Time frame: We are requesting the port a potty for the summer months
only- mid June- mid September.

Damage to the path from the pump out truck: We have met with the
Honey Bucket representative for our area. He informed us that if we pay an
additional fee of $15.00 per week the driver can hand- truck the port a potty
to the street for pump-out to avoid damage to the path and grass by the truck.
The potty will be pumped taken to the truck on SE 45™. We will need to
provide the hand truck. It will be secured to the port a potty.

Vandalism: For an additional fee of $12.00 per month we can purchase
insurance for the port a potty directly from Honey Bucket. This includes but
is not limited to tip overs, graffiti and explosions. If the unit is damaged
beyond repair, there will be a $100 damage fee.

Security: The potty committee will set up a schedule and rotate locking the
port a potty at night and unlocking the unit in the morning. Back of potty
will be secured by a chain to a 4x4 post sunk into the ground to prevent

tipping.

Cost: port a potty cost: $98.00 per month.
Insurance: $12.00 per month.
Hand Trucking Fee: $75.00 per month.
Subtotal for 3 months:  $555.00
Cedar enclosure, gravel, and hand truck: $350.00(1x cost)
Total cost for 3 months: $905.00
